Commentary

The 0.6 per cent increase in AWOTE over the six months to May 2018 was driven by AWOTE growth in the private sector (up 0.8 per cent), while the public sector AWOTE was flat3. This was the sixth highest growth rate of AWOTE of all jurisdictions.

The 2.0 per cent through the year increase in AWOTE to May 2018 in the ACT was the fifth highest growth rate of all jurisdictions, driven by both public sector AWOTE (up 2.7 per cent) and private sector AWOTE (up 1.0 per cent).
